Day 1 - Saturday, Sept 26 - Overnight flight to Zurich, Switzerland
For those who purchased Collins Tours Inclusive Air, you will depart from your local airport and meet the
Tour Manager along your route for your group flight to Zurich. PLEASE NOTE: Each passenger has 1
piece of luggage included up to 50 lbs each bag, included in the Collins Tours Inclusive Airfare
Package. Additional pieces of luggage may require fees paid directly to the airline. Fees will be
charged on both the outbound and return flights if applicable. Be sure to have your *valid passport
of at least 3 months from your last day in Europe.

Reception)

Venice Hotel complete with a roof top patio and bar. Once
